Mayor Hopkins called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m.

Mayor Hopkins asked Debbie Kralik if there was any word from Tanya Witter regarding the property at N Iowa.  Debbie said that Tanya called her & said that she was calling dig safe to mark lines & calling to rent a dumpster.  Once the lines have been marked, she is having Levi Schneider tear the house down.  Mayor Hopkins called Levi Schneider to confirm.  Council gave Tanya Witter until August 10th to show progress.  
Tom Bosquez was there to discuss 122 S Missouri.  Tom said he has been hospitalized for the last 7 months.  Tom said he hired someone to take care of the yard work while he was out of town, but it didn’t happen.  He is currently in the process of putting a new roof, new windows, painting on the house itself.  Also working on putting new fencing around the property.  Tom said that the Post Office closed his PO Box, so he wasn’t receiving his mail.  Tom said he has been working on the property for 3 days.  He has gotten it mowed.  Tom Bosquez asked for a 60-day extension.  Tom Wilkinson said he would prefer to have a specific date since it has been extended so often.  Mayor Hopkins suggested that we do an abatement on the property & the cost will be added as a tax lien on the property.  Once the property sells, the city will be repaid for the abatement.  Mayor Hopkins proposed to put on the agenda for the August 10th, 2021, meeting & will then decide at that time to abate or not.  Tom Bosquez asked about his water line.  Mayor Hopkins said that he is not allowed to discuss the water lines at this time.  It will need to be brought up at the regular meeting.  
Mayor Hopkins asked about 220 N Colorado.  Tom Bosquez said that he talked to Zac Bosquez & Zac was going to pay the back taxes & get it cleaned up.  Jim Zvolanek feels that they are playing Russian roulette with the vehicles they have stored there.  Mayor Hopkins is tired of giving 30 days & nothing happens.  Rebekah Tripp motioned to abate the property at 220 N Colorado, Jim Zvolanek 2nd.  Motion carried.
Tom Wilkinson motioned to adjourn, Rebekah Tripp 2nd.  Motion carried.
