Treasurer’s report:  Michelle Schwerdtfeger motioned to accept the November 30, 2020 treasurer’s report, Rebekah Tripp 2nd.  Motion carried.  

Old Business:
· Water Project
· The new well had another mishap where the water back flowed into the chlorine system.  Thaniel Monaco is having a manufacturing representative technician come to look at the problem next week.  A 55-gallon barrel of chlorine was lost during this mishap.  Mike Bunch said that the well cannot be used until repaired.

· Abatements 
· Chief Weigel was absent.  Tom Wilkinson asked if Chief Weigel could produce monthly updates if he cannot attend the meetings.  Debbie Kralik to contact Chief Weigel.

· Drinking Water Protection Process – Testing was going on last week.

· Renting the old city hall
· Debbie Kralik contacted Vince Martin & they are still interested in renting the old city hall, but they are afraid that they will be forced to shut it down with COVID-19.  Would like to wait until COVID-19 is over.

· Siren at Fire Station
· Debbie Kralik said that she contacted Katie at dispatch & she needed to contact Motorola to see about getting the siren to work properly.
· Mayor Hopkins said he was approached by a citizen who asked to change the length of time the noon siren runs for.  Currently, set at 1 minute, would like it changed to 10 seconds.  Debbie Kralik called Duncan at KA-COMM & he will get a bid to Debbie to change the run time.

· New Mowers – No updates.  Tabled until January.

· KDOT Cost Share – No updates.

· Blue Cross Blue Shield renewal – Michelle Schwerdtfeger motioned to accept the current plan, Rebekah Tripp 2nd.  Motion carried.

New business:

· Aaron Burwell is interested in the free lots on South Missouri.  He is buying a small cabin that he would like to put on those lots with full hookups.  Debbie Kralik said that she would send the request to Patrick Hoffman for a resolution.  Mayor Hopkins said we could have a special meeting to approve.
· Mike Bunch said that there were lots of missing or burnt bulbs on the Christmas lights.  The decorations were purchased by the Civics Club.  Mike to contact the Civics Club for replacement bulbs.
